Mayor Mark Harrington called the regular city council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. on Thursday, January 8, 2015, at the Plymouth City Hall.  Council members present:  Abundis, Clark, and Robak.  Absent: Councilmembers Berding and Kuhlers.  Agenda was approved as presented with a motion from Councilmember Robak and a second from Councilmember Clark.  
Departmental Reports were given.
Councilmember Kuhlers arrived at 7:12p.m.
28E Township Agreements were discussed.  Fischer will send a letter out to the contracted Townships and Rock Falls on a meeting date and time to revise the agreements.
With the purchase of a new street department truck, discussion was had about what should be done with the old truck.  A member of the Plymouth Fire Department was present to express interest in converting it to a brush truck for department purposes.  Council member Robak made a motion to allow the truck to be used for fire department purposes.
Councilmember Robak made a motion to pass Resolutions 2015-01-Certify Delinquent Mowing Charges, and Resolutions 2015-02 & 5015-03-Certify Delinquent Utilities.  Motion was passed and approved unanimously with a second from Councilmember Kuhlers.
