Mayor Harrington called the regular city council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. on Thursday, December 3 2015, at the Plymouth City Hall. Council members present: Abundis, Berding, Clark, Kuhlers and Robak. Absent: City Clerk Fischer. Councilmember Berding will takes minutes in City Clerk Fischer’s absence. Agenda was approved as presented with a motion from Councilmember Kuhlers and a second from Councilmember Clark.
Council reviewed a letter from a resident requesting an extension to repair their sidewalk. Council granted an extension until June 1st, 2016.
Departmental reports were given.

	Discussion was had at participating in a county-wide full scale exercise with Cerro Gordo County Emergency Management. Council would like more information before making a decision.
	Councilmember Kuhlers made a motion to pass and approve Resolution #2015-16 Approving Glove Gazette as the Official Publication for the City of Plymouth. Councilmember Abundis seconded the motion. All Ayes.
	Discussion was made on reconnecting electricity to the Gazebo. Council would like another bid. Tabled until January.
