Mayor Mark Harrington called the regular city council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. on Thursday, April 2, 2015, at the Plymouth City Hall.  Council members present:  Abundis, Berding, Clark, Kuhlers and Robak.  Absent: None.  Agenda was approved as presented with a motion from Councilmember Robak and a second from Councilmember Berding. 
Departmental Reports were given.
City Clerk Fischer presented an amendment to fiscal year 2016 City Budget.  Councilmember Berding made a motion to set the public hearing for the budget amendment for May 7, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.  Councilmember Clark seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
Water and Sewer rates were reviewed and discussed the 1st reading on the ordinances to change the water and sewer rates will be at the next regular city council meeting. Water rates will increase from $12.50 to $14 for the 1st 1,000 gallons and from $1.00 to $2.00 each additional 1,000 gallons.  Sewer rates will decrease from $22.00 to $21.00 for the 1st 1,000 gallons and from $2.00 to $1.50 each additional 1,000 gallons.
It was presented to the Council that the Plymouth Volunteer Fire Department has the option to purchase a 2004 Ambulance from the Mason City Fire Department for $750.  Councilmember Berding made a motion to purchase the new ambulance.  With a seconded by Councilmember Clark, motion passed unanimously.
The presented snowmobile route was unanimously approved with a motion from Councilmember Berding and seconded by Councilmember Kuhlers.
