PLYMOUTH CITY COUNCIL MEETING PROCEEDINGS

Mayor Harrington called the regular city council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. on Thursday, April 3, 2014, at the Plymouth City Hall.  Council members present:  Abundis, Berding, Clark, Kuhlers, and Robak.  Absent: None.  Agenda was approved as presented with a motion from Councilmember Robak and a second from Councilmember Kuhlers.  
Visitors were welcomed.
Starting with old business there was discussion on whether to credit residents’ water bills due to excessive usage to keep service lines from freezing.  After looking at the daily amount of water pumped there hasn’t been much difference than past years.  With that there was no action from the council.

Mayor Harrington opened the floor to many in attendance to discuss the possible ordinance change that would allow poultry within city limits.  Anyone in attendance who wished to speak was given 5 minutes to state their opinion on the topic.  After much discussion and seeing that this was a decision that needed more community input Councilmember Berding made a motion to send a survey to residents for their opinion on the matter tabling discussion until May’s regular city council meeting.  Motion passed unanimously with a seconded by Councilmember Clark.  The survey will be sent out with the quarterly newsletter April 10, 2014.
Councilmember Robak made a motion to pass Resolution 2014-04 – Certify Delinquent Service Line Curb Stop Repair.  Councilmember Berding seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

Resolution 2014-05 – 2nd Amendment to Intergovernmental Agreement Creating the Cerro Gordo County Area Solid Waste Agency was unanimously passed with a motion from Councilmember Kuhlers and seconded by Councilmember Berding.
City Clerk Fischer presented an amendment to the Fiscal Year 2014 City Budget.  Councilmember Kuhlers made a motion to set the public hearing during the next regular city council meeting May 1st at 7:15 p.m.  Councilmember Clark seconded that motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
The annual salary review was tabled until next meeting to give the personnel committee more time to review and report back. 

Departmental reports were given by Vermedal and Fischer.

The minutes of March 6, 2014 meeting were unanimously approved with a motion from Councilmember Kuhlers and a second from Councilmember Abundis.
Councilmember Berding made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report.  Councilmember Robak seconded the motion with unanimous approval.
