Increase in Water Rates Reminder:

On February 2, 2017 the Plymouth City Council voted to approve an increase in
water rates. Rates will go up to $19.00 from $16.75 for the 1st 1,000 gallons and
$2.00 for each additional 1,000 gallons.

With the increase from $14.00 to $16.75 back in February the water fund has
went from a -54,945 to -$405. With an additional increase in July 2017 and Janu-
ary 2018 the water fund will be positive and start generating a water savings. A
water savings is important to have for routine water maintenance and helps with
emergency water situations like a water main break.

Also this additional increase is to help upcoming maintenance that is needed. It
is time for the water tower to be painted, both the exterior and interior. This ap-
proximately will cost $30,000 for both the interior and exterior and to continue
our practice of steadily supporting a reserve water fund for any unexpected

costs.
