Reports of departments- Vermedal stated DNR inspection was passed with flying colors.  The flower box is done for front of City Hall and will be installed as time and weather permits. Thank you again for your work Ric. 
Clerk Lawson requested to send a certified letter to Sean Morgan for septic dumping due to nonpayment since August 2015, approved.  The city mosquito spray bill has been received, discussion to request another contract for summer 2016.  There was an order placed for more dog tags so there will be enough to finish this years and next years.  A resident asked if we rent tables out from the City Hall.  Clarification was made that it is a package deal only, rent hall and tables together, the tables don’t leave the building.    
Public forum ~ Jody Vrieze wanted to express from herself and Jon to thank the volunteers Gary and Craig for painting.  A Thank you to Bev Toregeson, Sarah Innis, John and Becky Cottrell, and Roy for attending the NIACC Community Improvement event with them that was put on by First Citizens Bank, which is their investment into the City of Plymouth.  
OLD Business ~ Mr. Snyder was here on behalf of Dan Snyder who was not able to attend due to late practice and homework.  He shared all the work Dan has done and all the donations he has received to support the replacement of the Old School Bleachers.  He is hoping to get them ordered and in place before school is out so the traveling teams can use them.  Landscaping work that will need to be done around the base of the bleachers will be done by Vermedal.
